Concert.  The winter Band Concert is on for 
Thursday, 9 December at 7:30 PM.  We will be 
recognizing senior Marching Band parents at the 
concert.  It’s a great way to start off the holidays. 
 
Symphonic Band.  As you may know, the 
symphonic band trip to Disneyworld has been 
approved by the School Board.  We were 
selected because the band is one of the top bands 
around.  This is a signal honor for the band and 
WSHS.  Many thanks to Mr. Pearman, Mr. 
Alberts and Mr. Ross who all worked diligently 
with the county to get this approved.  We will be 
leaving at Tuesday, midnight (or really early 
Wednesday morning), April 12.  I would expect 
that travelers would need to be at the school 
about 10:00 PM Tuesday night for the usual bag 
inspections and organization.   

 

 
We will need chaperones.  Chaperones will be 
selected on a first come, first serve basis.  If we 
have more people sign up than we need, booster 
members will get first preference.  Not a booster 
member?  Contact Karen Wedmark or the 
Treasurer to sign up. 
 
We have not yet come to an overall cost, but we 
will try to provide you a cost that covers all 
transportation, meals, rooms and amusement 
park entry fees for your student.  This is a 
school-sponsored trip, so anyone needing 
financial aid should speak to me, the Booster 
President, or the Treasurer.   
 
One way to minimize the financial pain is to 
work at the Patriot Center.  Last Saturday, I 
worked the pub concession and walked away 
with nearly $300 in tips, which means everybody 
working, will have $20.00 added to their 
student’s account before we get paid.  It’s a 
really easy way to pay for these kinds of trips.  If 
you are not getting notified of Patriot Center 
opportunities, please contact me. 
 
We will be scheduling a meeting to detail the 
costs and schedule in early January.   
 
Concert Band/Winter  Guard.  There will be an 
opportunity for the concert band and winter 
guard to go to an overnight trip/performance.  
The most likely scenario is to depart after school 
April 29 and travel to an undecided location in 
state.  Both groups would perform Friday night 
and then do something fun on Saturday and 
return late Saturday night.  Again, we will 



provide details as they firm.  Chaperone, cost 
and financial aid are the same as for the 
symphonic band. 
 
Marching Band Banquet.  Because the Botts 
fire hall is undergoing refurbishment, we were 
unable to secure a hall to have the banquet.  Fear 
not, we will locate a facility immediately after 
the holidays and celebrate the marchers. 
 
Marching Band Season.  From the high winds 
at Hylton in the beginning, through all of the 
soggy days, to the brutal cold at Mills Godwin, 
our kids were great.  They preformed brilliantly 
and worked themselves.  At the opening of band 
camp, I thought that the band would never learn 
the music and the guard would never figure how 

to march and twirl at the same time.  How wrong 
I was.  If you went to Mills Godwin, you would 
have seen your band put on a show to be proud 
of.  Our kids showed me that each of you should 
be proud.  The best example of the band and 
parents pulling together was at the Woodbridge 
Viking Invitational.  When the weather ruined 
our outside show, we all pulled off a miracle.  
We did something we had not planned on or 
even thought of – we moved everything inside in 
the middle of the show.  I did not hear one 
complaint or whine.

    It would have been nice if the weather 
cooperated, but it didn©t. 
    Nevertheless, Mighty Viking Marching Band 
parents and students adapted to the challenge 
nature dealt us on a stormy Saturday afternoon in 
October as we hosted the 2004 Woodbridge 
Viking Invitational. 
    The result was two very different marching 
band shows - one on our field and one in our 
gymnasium. 
    The WVI managers met on October 28 to 
discuss the lessons learned from the event. A 
thorough after action analysis is being prepared 
and will be officially entered into the band 
boosters archives at the next available band 
booster board meeting. 
    I have nothing but the highest praise for the 
parents and students who toiled from morning 
until well after dark to keep the Woodbridge 
Viking Invitational on its feet. 
    I want to recognize several individuals who 
worked their fingers to the bone on behalf of the 
band and the students. 
Ranelle Nadeau - Ranelle planned, plotted and 
executed a concession stand that should be the 
envy of any high school booster organization in 
Virginia. Her task, by far, was one of the most 
difficult, time-consuming and labor intensive of 
any aspects of the WVI 2004. She pulled it off 
with grace and good humor and allowed no 
detail to be overlooked. And, this was all before 
the storm hit. After the rain came, Ranelle 
marshaled her troops and moved the entire 
concession operation to the upper level cafeteria 
where she continued to sell pizza, barbeque, hot 
dogs, snacks and sodas until the very last band 
had gone home. Then, she and a small number of 
dedicated parents stayed late to clean up. Then, 
Ranelle and an even smaller number of parents 
came back to the school on Sunday to clean the 



athletic boosters© concession stand and return all 
of their supplies to their proper place.  
Anna Miele - Ranelle©s sister flew up from West 
Palm Beach, Fla., for the second year in a row to 
help out with concessions. Anna is a chef by 
training and is currently a marketing 
representative for SYSCO foods. She©s also a 
great person for flying to Virginia to help her 
sister run the concession stand during the 
invitational.  
Donna Wheeler  - Donna worked for hours and 
hours selling ads for the program, recruiting 
sponsors for our cash awards and building 
relationships with community professionals to 
benefit the band program, the band students and 
the school. Donna used her home PC to produce 
a gorgeous program that was then printed locally 
by Ken©s Speedprint. She then worked in the 
press box during the show, serving food to the 
visiting judges. Donna also worked closely with 
announcer Wally Nadeau during the 3A and 4A 
awards presentation to honor the commitments 
the band had made to local trophy sponsors. 
Donna was also instrumental in arranging the 
special performance by renowned drummer Tom 
Teasley. Tom©s performance, coming at the end 
of a long and tiring day, left the audience 
spellbound and shouting for more. 
Doug Moore - Despite the pressure of checking-
in and escorting 19 bands, Doug kept his cool, 
rolling with the curveballs several bands threw 
his way. Doug also prepared excellent cheat 
sheets for his escort personnel to use to get bands 
in the right place at the right time.  
Phil Gray - Donated not only his time but also a 
large number of signs he and wife Terry printed 
at their business - Progressive Printing, 
Springfield, Va. Phil©s parking scheme squeezed 
dozens of buses into the Driver©s Ed lot in an 
orderly fashion.  
Tim Eayre - Armed with two ATVs, a Gator 
and a golf cart, Tim and his team were the legs, 
feet and arms of the WVI, moving materials and 
supplies, visiting band equipment, and more. 
Once the rain hit, the quick work of Sylvester 
Jefferson and others in the pit motor pool helped 
save the day. Tim©s performance in shifting the 
pit operations from the field to the gym was 
outstanding. 

Jim Wykle - Thrown into the vortex at a late 
date, Jim©s performance was inspirational as he 
arranged for school equipment use, lined the 
field, built cash boxes, mapped and moved tables 
and chairs. As if that weren©t enough, Jim hustled 
beyond the call of duty to get the gym set up for 
the indoor performance and stayed late into the 
night to see that the stadium was cleaned of 
trash. He also saw to it that tables and chairs 
were returned to their proper place and the floor 
covering was put back in band storage. 
Wally Nadeau - The voice of the WVI made our 
event sound organized and professional. His 
hustle, flexibility and nerves of steel helped get 
the program back on track after we moved 
indoors. As J.E.B. Stuart finally made it to the 
gym floor to resume competition, Wally 
introduced them, and then ran out of the gym, 
down the auditorium stairs and onto the stage 
where he officiated over the awarding of the 
Class 1A and 2A trophies. Who said a person 
can©t be in two places at one time? 
Chr istine Wykle - Our finance chairwoman, 
Christine devoted much time to planning and 
executing a plan that allowed for precise and 
accurate tracking of income and expenses. On 
the day of the invitational, she was a constant 
presence making sure cash boxes were stocked 
and periodically emptied. Finally, Christine 
spent many hours long after the invitational had 
ended counting the cash, plugging numbers into 
a spreadsheet and producing a detailed 
accounting of the event that is very clear and 
easy to understand. 
Dar lene Pr itz - Drafted late in the game, 
Darlene was an exceptional box office manager, 
stamping hands, making change, greeting 
customers and gently dealing with the one or two 
problem visitors encountered. As with all the 
WVI managers, she stuck with us as the show 
shifted indoors, cheerfully setting up a new ticket 
desk outside the gym door, which she maintained 
throughout the remainder of the performances.  
Ed Bayne - Came in off his sick bed to again 
chronicle the day©s events. If you haven©t visited 
lately, go immediately to  
www.woodbridgeband.org. Ed is a rare treasure. 
All the students and parents involved in this 
organization should personally thank Ed for 



capturing all of the wonderful experiences we 
have shared together on video, posting to those 
images to our web site and even burning 
personal CDs for families. Also, a big thank you 
to Robin Moore for her willingness to always be 
there capturing video of our students in action, 
especially on this day when it at first appeared as 
if Ed wasn©t going to make it.  
Pr incipal Alan Ross - Here is a man who leads 
by example. It would have been easy for Mr. 
Ross to spend a much-deserved Saturday at 
home resting up from the week©s pressures. But 
no, Mr. Ross spent the day with us at the WVI as 
an active participant and one of our biggest 
cheerleaders. Although he had no formal role in 
our management plan, Mr. Ross created one for 
himself and it was a good thing he did. He gave 
an eloquent speech at the end of the night to all 
the students, parents and fans assembled in the 
gym. His comments captured the essence of what 
makes marching band so special.
